Before proceeding please read the following few lines which are policy of Symphony Rats:

1) All kittens come with a pedigree/family tree of up to 4-5 generations where available. Please ask if you want more information on any of the rats in the pedigree as I do have extended information on many of them.  Kittens are £25 per pair or £35 for a trio and also come with a bag of food, care sheet and a pouch of kitten food.
2) All kittens are sold in a minimum of same sex pairs. If you already have rats of a similar age or wish to obtain rats at approximately the same time from different breeders, please let me know and we can discuss further. 

3) All rats are sold with a signed ‘pet only’ contract. This may be changed from ‘pet only’ to ‘breeding’ with discussion if the rat is actually suitable for breeding purposes in the first place but only where the new owner is approved as a breeder or is mentored. 

4) If you wish to buy rats for breeding, you must already be an existing recognised breeder who I am satisfied or alternatively agree to be mentored as a new breeder by myself of one of my breeder friends.
5) Transportation can sometimes be arranged via the ‘rat train’ (through maybe another breeder/rat owner). It is not my favoured method as I like to meet my kittens’ new owners, but under certain circumstances this can be arranged, please ask for further information. 
6) If for any reason you cannot keep the rats, the breeder must be the first person called to discuss rehoming or returning.
